The River Bluff Trail follows the Clinch River. The lower section is
fairly flat with a few steps. At the end it climbs the hillside and follows
the ridge top back to the trailhead. It is 2.7 miles long and rated easy to
moderate. The trailhead is located off Dabney Lane, off of US-441.

Hikes will be guided along the Lower Clear Creek Trail on March 29
and April 5 at 2 p.m. The Lower Clear Creek Trail follows Clear Creek;
the hike is 2 miles and rated easy. The trailhead is located at the Rice
Gristmill.
